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Closing Statement
16th Conference of Chief Justices of Asia and the Pacific

Chief Justices,
Your Honours
Ladies and Gentlemen

It has been a great pleasure for me to attend the sessions of
the 16th Conference and to discuss various subjects with my
distinguished colleagues of the highest courts in the Asia Pacific
region. Indeed I am very much honoured to have been given this
opportunity to address all of you at this closing session.

Let me begin by expressing our most sincere gratitude to the
Honorable Robert French, Chief Justice of Australia and the
Honorable Tom Bathurst, Chief Justice of New South Wales and
Chairman of the Judicial Section for having hosted this
Conference and for devoting so much effort to ensuring its success.
The organization was definitely perfect and the outcome of the
discussions was invaluable. To every participant of the
Conference, this year must be one of the most memorable in its
30-year history. |

As all of you know, this year celebrates the 800th anniversary
of Magna Carta, which set a foundation for the concept of the
modern rule of law. Considering the long period Britain
experienced since the promulgation of Magna Carta, the history
of this Conference, by comparison, is far shorter. However, during
the last 30 years, the growth of the economy in the region as well
as the development and transfiguration of the respective societies
have become so evident in this region that, correspondingly, the
demand for fairness and impartiality among the people has
become that much clearer. Of late, people in this region now show
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a more appreciable interest in the rule of law and the efficiency of
justice than ever before.

The situation has changed quickly. Issues based on or closely
related to the rule of law, such as the independence of the
judiciary, judicial ethics and education, and relations between the
courts and the public are now common subjects of.discussion in
every bar association in this region, although the circumstances
surrounding the judiciary or legal societies vary from country to
country. Therefore I appreciate the efforts being made by the
Conference to gain a mutual understanding of the differing
situations of the rule of law in the region, and hope that these
efforts will be continued in the future.

Another major topic which recently has been drawing more
and more attention from the participants seems to be access to
justice and effective use of expertise in the courts. Rapid advances
in information and communication technologies as well as
marked changes in the social structures have presumably been
‘accelerating this trend in recent years. Many countries already
started their justice system reform in the last century to adjust
themselves to this trend, and Japan is no exception. Our justice
system reform ranged from new civil court proceedings to improve
and expedite civil trials dealing with cases which require
expertise and the introduction of a new labor dispute resolution
system to the establishment of the Intellectual Property High
Court. It is probably far too early to accurately evaluate this
reform, but so far the new systems seem to be welcomed by the
general public. Having said that, other countries may have
implémented a wider range of reforms, and therefore, it would be
useful for us to have the opportunity to continue to exchange our
own experiences of justice system or judicial reform in the future.

It has been a truly wonderful week for us to get together in
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Sydney and to share our views on various legal matters. To me,
this session is a good opportunity for me myself to reflect on the
legal developments in my own country. I believe you will join me
in appreciating all the programs of this session and to take this
session to be a most stimulating one. Once again, we are grateful
to all the staff who worked so hard on organizing this session.

Before concluding this speech, I would like to add one more
thing. I am proud and honoured to announce that the 17th
Conference of Chief Justices of Asia and the Pacific in 2017 will be
held in Tokyo. We will do our best to add something to the
tradition of the Conference and to make the next session an
attractive event for every participant from the region.

We are looking forward to seeing all of you again in Tokyo. - .
